Breeding area for many fresh- and salt marsh birds including: Botaurus stellaris, Anas strepera, Anas 
querquedula, Anas acuta, Anas clypeata, Circus aeruginosus, Limosa limosa, Calidris alpina, 
Philomachus pugnax, Recurvirostra avosetta, Larus fuscus, Sterna sandvicensis, Sterna hirundo, 
Sterna paradisaea, Sterna albifrons. 
 
The duck and gull population count data have not been analyzed (but a forthcoming breeding bird status 
report will deal with these, Christensen & Østergaard in prep.), and numbers will be reported in the next 
RIS.
