A very important moulting area for Mute Swan (Cygnus olor).
The Redsand area is a breeding area and haul-out for Common Seal (Phoca vitulina) and Grey Seal
(Halichoerus grypus).

The site is a resting and feeding area for waterbirds:
Whooper Swan (Cygnus cygnus) 270 (1987-89)
Tufted Duck (Aythya fuligula) 2,475 (1987-89)
Golden Plover (Pluvialis apricaria) 15,000 (1996)
Coot (Fulica atra) 8,460 (1991)
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Breeding area for aquatic and salt marsh birds including Phalacrocorax carbo, Botaurus stellaris, Circus
aeruginosus, Haliaetus albicilla, Recurvirostra avosetta, Philomachus pugnax, Sterna sandvicensis,
Sterna paradisaea, Sterna hirundo, Sterna albifrons.

Potential threats are:

Overgrowth of small islands not being grazed. Plantation of fields favoured by geese.

23. Conservation measures taken: (national category and legal status of protected areas - including any boundary changes which have
been made: management practices; whether an officially approved management plan exists and whether it has been implemented)

Nature conservation: Hasselg, Skejten-Frejlev-Boget, Boto Nor, in total 363 hectares. Hjelm and Kalve,
two small islands with no public access in the breeding season of birds.

Conservation of Saksfjed Inddemning and Hyllekrog in 1989, 1145 hectares. In 1988 the island
Kalveholm was included in the wildlife reserve. Nysted Nor is a wildlife reserve where hunting is
prohibited. Tjerneholm, Kalveholm and Redsand have no public access in the breeding season of birds
and seals. New wildlife reserves are Guldborgsund and the western part of Radsand and Hyllekrog.

By a Ministerial Order, hunting from motor boats has been prohibited in Guldborgsund in order to reduce
hunting pressure on and disturbance of waterbirds.

The whole area is included in the EU Bird Protection Area Nos. 82 and 83.

Parts of the Ramsar site are Wildlife reserves.
