Overview. The site includes the areas around the R ver
Kli ngavéal san and Lake Krankesjon. The area consists of shallow
eut rophi c | akes, neandering streans, narshes, Al nus forests and
salix thickets. The site is nbst inportant as a resting and
wi ntering area for birds.

Physi cal features: The |evel of Lake Krankesjodn was | owered 0. 5-
0.6 min 1892, and today the average depth of the |ake is about
0.8 m The river floods annually, thus creating marshy neadows.
Soil is mainly nmade up by sand and shallow | ayers of peat. Mich
of the neadow area was drained in 1938-43.

Ecol ogi cal features: The neadows along the river are flooded
annual |y and consi st of hunmocky pasture of Deschansia aspitosa,
tall herbs and carex sedges. In sone places stands of Al nus and
old peat layers overgrown with Betula and Salix dom nate. The
Silvakra marsh and the shores of Lake Krankesjdn are overgrown
with Phragmtes, Typha latifolia and tall carex. Cccasionally,
cladium mariscus occurs around the |ake. Lake Sordesjon is
mainly surrounded by grazed nmeadows and snall areas of
Phragm t es.

Land tenure/ ownership of:
a) site: Owmership is partly private and partly the
nmuni ci pality. Land surroundi ng Lake Krankesjon is state-owned.

b) surroundi ng area:



Conservation neasures taken: Klingaval san - Krankesjon is |isted
as 'site of national inportance for nature conservation. The
site includes three Nature Reserves 1) Vonb Meadow and (194 ha)
has been protected since 21 March 1923; 2) The whole valley of
the R ver Klingaval san (2127.5 ha) has been protected since 14
June 1968; and 3) Navrod (6 ha) has been protected since 24
August 1972. Navrod Nature Reserve has a managenent plan. Flush
irrigation has been resuned experinentaly at Vonb neadows over a
limted area.

Conservati on measures proposed but not yet inplenented:

Current land use: principal human activities in

a) site: nature conservation; |livestock grazing (cattle); hay
cutting; Lakes Sotvdesjon and Vonbsjon are used for fishing and
SW mmi ng.

b) surroundi ngs/catchnment: Large areas around Lake Krankesjon
are used for mlitary training.

D sturbances/threats, including changes in |land use and ngjor
devel opnent projects

a) at the site: The |lake level of Krankesjon was lowered in
1892. The Vonmb meadow ands were fornerly used as flush neadows,
and had a very diverse fauna and flora. However, since a
drai nage project in 1938-43, the neadows have becone nuch drier
with greatly inpoverished fauna and flora. During the |ast
decade a significant reduction in the waterfow popul ations has
occurred in Krankesjon due to a w despread disappearance in
subnmerged plants. The underwater vegetation is gradually
increasing again. The neadows are threatened by overgrow h.
Grazing should be intensified

b) in the surroundi ngs/ catchnent:

Hydrol ogi cal and physical values: Significant parts of the R ver
Kl i ngaval san still followits natural, neandering course.

Social and cultural values: Lake Vonbsjon is one of the nost
productive | akes in Sweden fromthe Fisheries' point of view

Not ewort hy fauna: Breeding: Vanellus vanelus, Nunerius arquata,
Tringa totanus, Gallinago gallinago, Anthus pratensis, Mdtcilla
flava, Linosa linosa, Calidris al pina, Tadorna tadorna, Botaunes
stellaris (occasionally). Species which have expanded in the
area: Crcus aeniginosus, Anser anser, Locustella naeria
Acrocephal us palustris, and Rem z pendul i nus.

Resti ng: Ducks, geese, swans and Fulica atra.

Wntering: Anser fabalis, Haliaetus al bicella, Aquila chysaetos,
But eo buteo, B. |agopus, MIvus mlvus, Crcus cyaneus.

QO her fauna: Cervus el aphus.

Current scientific research and facilities: At Lake Krankesjo6n
there is a field station, belonging to the University of Lund,
which is the base for ecological research on the area. At River
Kl i ngaval san there is a station for captive breeding of G conia

Current recreation and tourism A well-known site for raptors
during winter-time, large nunbers of ornithologists visit the
ar ea.
