Physi cal features: Lake Gammel stasvi ken was fornmed when a 41 km
| ong coastal bay was isolated fromthe sea by land elevation. It
is a shallow, eutrophic lake with large areas less than 1 min
depth and a maxi mum depth of 4 m the floor consists of fine
grained nmarine sedinent, clay and fine sand, covered by an
i ncreasing depth of |ake nud. The inflows are snmall in volune
and consequently the waterr exchange is |ow

Ecol ogical features: A ong large stretches of the shores is a
quagm re-like zone consisting of Phragmtes, Typha latifolia,
Equi setum fluviatile and Manyanthes trifoliata. The floating
vegetation is dom nated by Nuphar pumla, Nynphaea candi da and
Lemma m nor.

a) at the site: The highway E4 was built in the 1970's across
the northern section of the lake, but so far it has not been
possible to estimate the effect on the area. The |ake is close
to the town of Luled, and sone urbanisation is taking place
close to the shoreline. The Swedish National Report to the
Mont reux Conference of Contracting Parties in 1990 referred to a
pl anned exploitation project due to urban growth. The
Environmental Protection Agency has stressed the need to
incorporate buffer zones into the planning process. An
envi ronnental inpact assessnment is currently being carried out.

b) in the surroundi ngs/catchnment: no information supplied.

Social and cultural values: Being situated close to urban areas,
the site attracts a | arge nunber of visitors.

Noteworthy fauna: 200 bird species have been observed in the
area. Breeding: Podiceps auritus, Branta canadensis, Anas
crecca, A. penelope, A clypeata, Aythya ferina, A fuligula,
Bucephal a clangula, Larus mnutus, Phalaropus |obatus, Tringa
totanus, Philomachus pugnax, @Gllinago gallinago, Podiceps
grisigena, Crcus aeruginosus, Tringa glareala. Tachybaptus
ruficollis and Fulica atra have here their nost northerrly
outposts in the country.

Al so
Nynphaea candida is rare in Sweden but comon in this region

Current scientific research and facilities: there is an
information building including a tower for overview ng the site.
In addition there is also a separate bird tower.

Current conservation education: The information building and the
tower are used by school classes fromthe nearby town.

Current recreation and tourism Being one of the nost well-known
bird sites in the region, the site attracts a |arge nunber of
visitors.

Managenent authority: The manager of Gamel stadsviken N R is
the County Forestry Board.
